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Ken Jockers, Executive Director, joined the Fund for Modern Courts in September 2002. Previously, he was
Executive Director of the Volunteer Lawyers Project, a free legal service program serving the indigent in
Brooklyn. Until 1997, Ken served as Assistant Counsel to Manhattan Borough President Ruth W. Messinger.
Ken has worked on welfare policy at America Works, and child welfare policy as Investigation Coordinator
for the Child Abuse/Family Violence Bureau of the Manhattan District Attorney’s Office. Ken’s career began as
an educator for New York’s City Volunteer Corps, a pre-cursor to the national Americorps program. Ken is 
a graduate of Connecticut College. He earned his law degree as a night student at Brooklyn Law School,
where he was Articles Editor for the Journal of Law and Social Policy. 

Steven M. Zeidman, Programs Director, joined Modern Courts in August, 1999. A graduate of Duke
University School of Law, Mr. Zeidman came to Modern Courts after teaching at New York University School
of Law. He continues to teach as part of the faculty of the City University of New York School of Law. Earlier
in his career, Mr. Zeidman was a supervising attorney with the Legal Aid Society. He serves on the Board of
Directors of Prisoners’ Legal Services, is a member of the Criminal Courts Committee of the Association 
of the Bar of the City of New York, and is Co-Chair of the New York County Lawyers’ Association Task Force
on the Representation of the Indigent. He served as Subcommittee Chair of Chief Judge Judith S. Kaye’s Jury
Project, and as a member of the Sentencing Reform Act Commission. Mr. Zeidman has lectured at numerous
professional and bar associations and is also the author of several articles and essays.

Kimyetta R. Robinson, Director of Court Monitoring, joined Modern Courts in January, 1999. She is a
graduate of Columbia University with a Bachelor of Arts in Political Science. Ms. Robinson coordinates court
monitoring projects in New York City and on Long Island, and writes and edits reports and other
publications. She also works with various Board committees, and serves as liaison to the Court Monitoring
and Nominating Committees. 

Christopher E. Cesarani, Director of Advocacy & Communications, joined Modern Courts in April, 2000
after working on the Citizens Jury Project at the Vera Institute of Justice. He was named Director of the CJP’s
OmbudService in April, 1998. He has also served as chief campaign aide for a Congressional candidate and
remains involved in various pro bono activities. Mr. Cesarani serves as liaison to the Legislative Committee,
a part of the Committee for Modern Courts, and as Director of Communications for the Fund & Committee
for Modern Courts. He is a graduate of Skidmore College and New York Law School.

Jane Eggers, Director of the Citizens Jury Project, joined Modern Courts in November, 2001. She is a
graduate of the University of New Hampshire and Columbia University, where she received a Master of
Science in Social Work in International Policy. Ms. Eggers came to Modern Courts after varied work
experience in governmental and non-governmental organizations, including directing education programs
for community organizations, and interning as a writer and researcher for Human Rights Watch and the
United Nations. As Director of the Citizens Jury Project, Ms. Eggers coordinates the Project’s Ombudservice,
analyzes data collected in Manhattan and Brooklyn courts, writes reports, and assists in the development
and implementation of jury-related studies in New York courts. 

Gabrielle A. Hanna, Director of Development, joined Modern Courts in December 2002. She is a graduate
of Barnard College and Columbia University, and has most recently been the President of a fundraising
consulting firm in New York City.

Helga A. Schroeter, Capital District Coordinator & Legislative Liaison, joined Modern Courts in 
1989 as Legislative Liaison and Coordinator of the Capital District Chapter. She is a past President of the
League of Women Voters of Schenectady County and a founder of Families for the Future. She has received
the Liberty Bell Award from the Schenectady County Bar Association in recognition of outstanding community
service work, and the Human Rights Player’s Award from the State Division of Human Rights. Ms. Schroeter
administers court monitoring projects in Albany, Rensselaer, Saratoga, and Schenectady Counties, and
coordinates lobbying efforts for the Committee for Modern Courts.
